Mizuhiki Dragonfly
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A three-layer dragonfly will use strands measuring 14”, 16” and 18”.  You can make them smaller or larger depending on the length of Mizuhiki.

You must learn how to make the Love Knot/Clam Shell Knot first.

Begin with one strand.  Make a clockwise loop, with a small tail pointing up and the majority of the cord down.  The majority part of the cord should be the top of the loop.

Make another clockwise loop.  This loop will be placed on top of the 1st loop, but go under the top tail.

Make the third loop by weaving it over the 1st strand you encounter, then under the next, over the next and under the final one.
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This class will teach you the Peach Blossom and the Dragonfly Mizuhiki knots. Both use
the clam shell/love knot as the base.

Clam Shell/Love Knot
Begin with one strand. Make a clockwise loop, with a small tail pointing up and the
majority of the cord down. The majority part of the cord should be the top of the loop.

Make another clockwise loop. This loop will be placed on top of the 1st loop, but go
under the top tail.

Make the third loop by weaving it over the 1st strand you encounter, then under the next,
over the next and under the final one.

Now that you have the base knot made, here’s the directions for the Peach Blossom and
Dragonfly Mizuhiki Knots.

Peach Blossom

Have the clam shell/love knot aiready made with only one layer. Hold the knot with the
tails pointing up. With the left tail, make a loop towards the center and place the tail into
the center opening. Now pull the tail from the back of the knot to make the loop the
same size as the rest of the loops.

Take the right tail, make a loop towards the center. Put the tail over the prewosuly made
loop and pull it to the back of the knot. Adjust the loop to make it the same size as the
rest of the loops.

Now add the rest of the mizuhiki, layering and weaving them tightly around each other.

After you finish the knot, you can leave the tails to look like stems or you can leave them
short, behind the knot, so that the knot looks like a button.




Make one layer of the clam shell/love knot.  Hold knot with tails pointing down.

Take the right tail and make a loop beside the right loop.  Bring the tail over the top of the side loop, under the next strand and over the bottom of the side loop.  Leave a slightly larger loop; this will become the wing portion.  There will be a very long tail left.

Take the left tail and make a loop beside the left loop.  Weave the tail under the top of the left loop, over the next strand and under the bottom of the left loop.  Leave a slightly larger loop; this will become the wing portion.  There will be a very long tail left.

Add the rest of the strands of Mizuhiki.  When adding the other 2 strands, the wings will be on the outside and the rest of the strands will be in the inside of the previously made knot.  When you add the wings, make sure you leave enough Mizuhiki to fan it out to look like a wing.

To finish the dragonfly, wrap the end of the tail with a piece of 32 gauge wire and clip the excess Mizuhiki off to even the tail out.
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
